“Building on a Strong Foundation” Capital Campaign

The cost of the Cathedral Repair and
Renovation project has grown from an
initial estimate of $2.4 million back in
2009 to a little over $3.3 million. This
Lmumerore: et huge increase was the direct result of
the rise in materlal costs, unforeseen structural issues with
window frames and flooring and the added expense of
professional artisans. Our Cathedral Parish should be most
grateful that, of the $3.3 million presently needed, five
families have pledged a combined total of $1,039,720, and
257 families have pledged a total of $1,306,312. This means
incurring a $1 million debt to be paid over the next 10 years.

Bishop Latino has asked Bishop Houck and myself to work on
ways to relieve the $1 million debt - $100,000 debt each year
for the next 10 years. We have a four pronged plan for retiring
this debt. One, Bishop Houck and | have a commitment from

one individual of $110,000 to pay off our first years note on
the $1 million loan. Two, in order to secure commitments
toward the approximately $900,000, Bishop Houck is
gathering individuals outside of the parish who would make a
yearly pledge for the next 10 years. Three, St. Peter’s Office
Staff and myself are working on several grants from various
organizations. Four, | will continue to ask those who have
completed their financial commitment and those who have
not yet financially supported our repair and renovation
project to consider making a further financial commitment.

While the tremendous generosity of many has brought
abundant blessings in our church and in their personal lives, it
still takes each of us faithfully and sacrificially looking at ways
we each can continue to do our part in “Building on a Strong
Foundation.” Your financial blessing becomes an even greater
blessing in return.
